more closely resemble a site like Facebook

• Personal Blogs ðinternal and external-facing

• Tagging and Activity Feeds within MySites

• MySites now integrates with external LOB apps via 

Business Connectivity Services (BCS)

• Wikis are more pervasive throughout the platform as 

opposed to being a specific template

• Micro Blogging (similar to Twitter)

• Integration of MySites Activity and Exchange/Outlook

• New UI makes in-browser editing easy, howeverê

• SharePoint Designer 2010 can be used to create or 

edit sites

• Free download [32- and 64-bit versions]

• Much less like FrontPage than 2007 version

• Can be initiated like any other Office app or sites 

can be opened using the contextual menu (with 

proper access)

• Edit Sites/Subsites

• Use Templates 
(Built-in and on Office Live)

• Ribbon Interface

• Better Task Workflow Designer

• Artifact-Centric Navigation

• Easier to add customer actions



Contextual Ribbon
• Mirrors UI found in Office 2010

• Contextual / changes as required

• Access policy will make some 

buttons gray

• Ribbon can be turned off for site 

collections (it is enabled by 

default)



Tagging and Improved Metadata

This is a tag cloud. Tag clouds place 

more emphasis on tags that are 

utilized more frequently across the 

data source. 

SharePoint 2010 introduces several new tools for 

managing and presenting metadata, including:
• Tag Cloud Web Part

• òTag and Noteboardó for external tagging

• òMy Tags and Notesó Individual Tag Management

• òTerm Store Management Tooló in Central Admin

• Predefine Keywords/Terms for Entire Farm

• Support for Multilingual Terms

• Support for Hierarchical Tags/Categories

• Controlled/Uncontrolled Tagging

• Tag-Based Hierarchical Navigation

• òAuto-Suggestó Tagging Feature

• Notes and Ratings

SharePoint 2010 was built with better cross-browser support and a more uniform 

look and feel across browsers. Officially supported browsers include:



Broad Mobile Support
• Mobile-aware rendering of SharePoint sites

• SharePoint alerts via SMS (requires a third-party provider)

• Excel/Word/PowerPoint òmobile viewó

• Search Word documents ðresults presented as clickable links

• Mobile shortcut commands for features such as those in Excel

• Supported on: WM5/6.x+, iPhone 3G/S, Blackberry 4.x+, Opera Mobile 8.65+, more

• Editing of documents requires Office Mobile 2010 (requires WM 6.5+)

• Picture libraries with thumbnail view/outline view and mobile upload

• Micro blogging/status updates show up on profile and as Communicator status



Rich Theming

• òMaking SharePoint look less like SharePointó

• Change a SharePoint siteõs look and feel using PowerPoint themes

• Upload PowerPoint themes and select color palette

• Silverlight web part allows you to zoom in/out of content

• Rich in-browser page/site editing using ribbon-based menus



Office Web Apps 

• Can be installed on SharePoint Server 2010 and SharePoint Foundation 2010

• Browser-based viewing/editing of Word, PowerPoint, Excel, OneNote docs

• New òopen in browseró and òopen in <client app>ó options for flexible options

• òBroadcast Slide Showó feature ðbroadcasting through the web

• Looks like the client applications, complete with ribbon

• Supported in IE7, IE8, Firefox 3+, Safari 4 (for Mac)

• Even faster with Silverlight installed

• Can be enabled on specific site collections or all site collections
